The Treaty of Versailles: 


Created:   Legal restrictions, occupation changes, military restrictions, territorial changes, and reparations to name a few. 

Remember, Germany never surrendered, the war ended in an armistice.


Does anyone know what an armistice is?



an agreement made by opposing sides in a war to stop fighting for a certain time; a truce.

Go over the new Rules:


Buffer zone, loose colonies, military reduction, take responsibility for war.
